Retired in 2007 after being diagnosed with 

cancer of the spleen, Tabor’s initial medical 

bills were generously covered by a local  

veterinarian, but Tabor continues to have 

medical problems requiring financial  

assistance. 

K-9 Aiko  

Retired in 2008 after suffering from a severe 

parasitic infection for 1½ years, Aiko is  

doing well, but there are still significant 

medical expenses that periodically arise.
